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Training Course for youth leaders of international youth volunteering activities in South East Europe

We kindly invite you to send your registration forms for Training Course for youth leaders of international youth volunteering activities in South East Europe which will be organized by the South East European Youth Network and supported by Council of Europe. 

The training course is continuation of SEEYN Leader training Seminar that has been organized in partnership with MS Denmark in 2001 for the first time. This is 9th edition of SEEYN LTS. This year, for the first time, we are organizing LTS in autumn (previously it was organized in May) with the aim to prepare leaders for next year and give them time and support to prepare their projects from the beginning of the cycle.

This is also first time that regional LTS will take place in Bosnia and Herzegovina. Our host organization is Youth Centre Livno. Venue of the training is famous hotel Park in Livno (http://hotelpark-livno.ba).

The language of the training is English. 

The main objective of the training course is to enable 30 participants to prepare, lead and evaluate at least one of international youth and volunteering activities such as international volunteer work camps, European youth exchanges and/or regional school exchanges in SEE countries during 2010. 

Essential elements of the meeting

1. Introduction of participants, team members, organizers and context of the meeting; presentation and discussion on existing experiences and purpose of international youth activities in SEE,

2. Audio visual presentations of different kind of youth exchanges and volunteering, discussing their purpose and values , 

3. Experiencing and practicing group dynamics, 

4. Direct experiences and reflection of intercultural learning process and how to facilitate it in future activities, 

5. Group work and plenary discussion on inter-religious dialogue during international youth activities, 

6. Group work, case study and plenary discussion on reality and challenges of youth activities in SEE region and necessity of cross border regional cooperation between youth, how to deal with prejudices, discrimination and hate between young people in the region, 

7. Direct experiences and reflection on basic conflict management skills on international youth activities, 

8. Simulation and reflection of basic elements of project cycle management in international youth activities, 

9. Presentation and group work on basic steps of volunteer management (recruitment, preparation, orientation, guiding, supporting and retaining volunteers), 

10. Team building exercise

11. Presentation of European youth cooperation such as European Commission, Council of Europe and Cooperation, 

12. Reflection and self assessment of learning process - presentation and practicing of European Portfolio for Youth work and Youthpass, 

13. Conclusions and Follow up of the meeting: group and individual work on action planning for coming international activities where participant will take responsibility of the leaders, discussing ideas of networking between participants, 

14. Evaluation of the learning experience and the meeting.
